It also APPROVED the Freckenham Neighbourhood Plan Group to submit the same 2
objections as the Parish Council to West Suffolk Council.

Concerns were raised by a resident regarding how the potential development site opposite
the village hall is being promoted and it is disconcerting. If the village is classified as type B
there should be no material development. Another point was raised regarding right of
appeal if the village classification to a B is rejected, Nick Woolley responded that the
objection on the classification requested the right to attend and speak to the Inspector at
the Local Plan Enquiry due to the importance of the matter.
